TOURNAMENT RULES

for

THE 2006 DENNIS CORREIA MEMORIAL

CANCER STRIKES OUT CHARITY SOFTBALL TOURNAMENT

1. This Tournament is to be played in the spirit of fun and good sportsmanship; and, it must always be kept in mind that we are coming together under the auspices of good will and kindness in support of a worthy cause.  
2. All games will be played in accordance with Amateur Softball Association rules.  All tournament rules will supercede Amateur Softball Association Rules wherever conflicts arise.

3. All games will be 7 innings, unless the mercy rule is invoked.  The Mercy Rule will be applied to end a game before 7 innings when the Home Team is ahead by 15 or more runs after the top of the 5th inning or thereafter.  The Mercy Rule will be applied to end a game before 7 innings when the Away Team is ahead by 15 or more runs after the 5th inning or thereafter.

4. There will be a coin flip to determine the home team for each game.

5. Each team will consist of 13-15 players with at least 4 female players.  There must be 4 female players in the field for the defensive team in every inning.  There must be four female batters in each cycle of the offensive team’s lineup.

6. A player can be on only one roster.  The first team on which a player participates is the only team that player may play with for the entirety of the tournament, unless special allowance is made by the tournament director, in the tournament director’s discretion.

7. A team may have as many as 10 players in the field at one time (OF, OF, OF, OF, 3B, SS, 2B, 1B, C, P), 4 of whom must be female.  A team may play with as few as 8 players, including 3 female players.

8.  The Free Substitution Rule will apply to all tournament games.  

9. No stealing is allowed during game play.  Players must remain on their bases until the ball is struck.  

10. No sliding is allowed during game play.

11. Metal spikes are not allowed.  Players who violate this rule will be ejected from the tournament immediately upon discovery. 
12. Double walled and/or double barreled bats are not allowed.  Players who violate this rule will be ejected from the tournament immediately upon discovery.
13. A forfeit will occur if a team does not have at least 8 players, including 3 female players, 15 minutes after the start of that team’s scheduled game.  A team may play a game with 8 players, including 3 female players, but no less.  Teams that forfeit will be recorded as having lost the forfeited game by a score of 11-0.  The forfeit rules will be strictly enforced.

14. If any game goes beyond 1 hour and 30 minutes in game time and has also passed the 7th inning, a runner will be placed on 2nd base to begin each inning.  This system will attain until one team wins the game.  

15. Trophies will be provided to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Place teams.  

16. A trophy will be presented to the Tournament Most Valuable Player.  The Most Valuable Player can be either a pitcher or a hitter.  The Most Valuable Player will be selected by the tournament director.
17. Any objectionable or unreasonable behavior will result in a warning for the first offense.  A second offense will result in expulsion from the tournament.  The tournament director will determine what constitutes objectionable or unreasonable behavior.
18. Alcoholic beverages and/or illegal narcotics are prohibited.  Should any player be discovered with alcoholic beverages and/or illegal narcotics during the tournament weekend, that player will be expelled from the tournament immediately.

19. Teams and team members must refrain from drinking alcoholic beverages in the bench area.

20. Consistent and flagrant use of profanity will be grounds for ejection from the tournament.  The tournament director will determine what constitutes consistent and flagrant use of profanity.
21. Exposed jewelry, such as chains, earrings, watches, etc. must be removed or taped prior to participation in games.  

22. Uniforms are not required.  However, every person who occupies the bench area of the field must wear a shirt and shoes.  

23. Ballcaps, visors and headbands are optional; players need not wear headgear if they do not desire to do so. 

24. Batting helmets and catching equipment are not required.  Batting helmets and catching equipment will not be provided by the tournament director.  

25. Once a registration fee is paid, it is not refundable.  

26. If a tournament-designated scorer is not present, then the Home Team’s scorebook will be the official scorebook.

27. All decisions of the Tournament Director are final and unappealable.
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
