Dear Sir/Madam:

Thank you for your interest in participating in the 2006 Dennis Correia Memorial Cancer Strikes Out Charity Softball Tournament.  All moneys collected in conjunction with this tournament will be donated to Dana Farber Cancer Institute.  Your donation will inure to the tangible benefit of those suffering from cancer, and may even save a life.

The Tournament will take place at Pope Park in Acushnet, Massachusetts on August 26th and 27th, 2006.  In order to register, teams should complete the tournament registration form available on this website and send the completed form, along with the appropriate registration fee, to the address above.  Please make all checks payable to “Jared Correia”.  The first day of the Tournament will be played in order to seed teams for the second day of the tournament.  A final first day game schedule will be sent to team captains prior to the tournament.  Teams should arrive one half hour before their first scheduled game in order to register.  There will be a Registration Table at the tournament, where teams may register, and where all important postings will be displayed.  Each team member must sign a release of liability before being allowed to participate in the tournament.   A team’s registration fee must be paid in full before it is allowed to play.  There will be no registration on the second day of the tournament.  Team captains will be notified when their teams will be playing on the second day of the tournament by phone during the evening of the first day of the tournament.  The second day of the tournament will consist of single elimination bracket play (with team seeding based on the results of day one) to crown the tournament champion.
Teams will consist of between 13-15 players, at least four of whom must be female.  There will be ten fielding positions allowed: OF, OF, OF, OF, 3B, SS, 2B, 1B, C, P.  Four of the fielders must be female; and, at least four batters of a lineup cycle must be female.  Sliding is not allowed, nor is leading from bases, nor stealing.  There is no age limitation for players.  Families are encouraged to play together.  The tournament is held in the spirit of fun, unity and good sportsmanship, as we are all mindful of the reason for our coming together.  A complete list of the tournament rules may be downloaded from this website.
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Remember that there will be plenty of things to do at the tournament aside from just playing softball.  Pope Park has many amenities, including green spaces and walking places, benches, bleachers and picnic tables and picnic areas, ample parking, a large playground and a brand new basketball court.  Right near the fields are several restaurants, variety stores and family activity centers.  Acushnet Creamery sells ice cream right outside the park entrance.  Jason’s Variety, a grocery and liquor store is located outside the entrance to the park as well.  Restaurants along Main Street in Acushnet include: Rochelle’s Breakfast and Lunch, Blue Point Restaurant, Metro Pizza, Dee’s Hot Dogs and the Carriage Inn Restaurant.  Variety Stores include: the aforementioned Jason’s, Brooks Pharmacy and Scuttlebutts Grocery and Spirits.  Other points of interest are: Roseland Nursery, Flying Cloud Apple Orchard, Peter’s Family Orchard and Cider Mill, Antiques and Uniques and Meadowbrook Golf Driving Range.  Directions to Pope Park follow this letter.  At the tournament, we will also be selling official tournament T-shirts, food, drinks and snacks.  We will hold raffles.  All prices will be reasonable; all proceeds will be donated.  There will even be some surprises that I am planning.  Spend the day(s); make it a family outing.  We’ll all have fun for a good cause.

Take Left onto Acushnet Avenue (at Pa Raffa’s Restaurant)

Take Left onto Tarkiln Hill Road (at Brooks Pharmacy)

Tarkiln Hill Road becomes Main Street

Follow Main Street past the 4-Way Stop at Acushnet Town Center

Take a Right onto Pope Street

Pope Street leads into the Parking Lot for Pope Park; the baseball fields will be directly in front of you
From the South:

Take 95 North to Exit 20

Take Exit 20 to get onto 195 East

Take 195 East to Exit 13B

Take Exit 13B to get onto140 North

Take the King’s Highway Exit toward Acushnet

Take Left onto King’s Highway

King’s Highway becomes Tarkiln Hill Road

Tarkiln Hill Road becomes Main Street

Follow Main Street past the 4-Way Stop at Acushnet Town Center
